Cost of Smoking Cigarettes
Brainstorm:

How much do you think a pack of cigarettes costs? 

· Write guesses on the board

· Arrive at a figure (between $4.75 and $5.00)

Let’s do some math!

· If one pack of cigarettes costs 5$ and you smoke one pack a day, how much dies it cost a week to smoke cigarettes?

· What would we do to find out? (Multiply 7 times $5)- set the problem up for them on the board. (Keep this problem and add to it as you go through the problem.)

· What do you come up with for an answer?

· How much would it cost to smoke for a month? –Let’s multiply our last answer times 4 (set up the problem for them)

· What did you get for an answer?

· Okay what does it cost to smoke for a year? How would we figure that? (multiply by 12 – 12 months in a year)

· Set up the problem for them on the board. (Always adding on to the original problem)

· What did you get for an answer?

· Whew! Is that a lot of money?

Now find a partner!

· Make a list of your favorite things to buy (give them a couple minutes)

· Ask the group to report some of their choices – make a list on the board.

· Let’s look at the list and decide how much these things cost.  What do you pay for them? (put the prices beside the items)

How much could you buy?

· Have the students figure out how much of the thing they like they could buy with a week’s work of cigarettes, a month, and a year.

Conclusion:

· Would you rather see your money go up in smoke? 

· Or would you rather have it to buy the things you need and want?
