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Core Message:  The focus is on encouraging kids not to start smoking through a discussion of the health and social consequences of using tobacco products
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[Announcer not visible to audience]
BOB:                Hello folks, it's time to play "What's Your GOOD Reason", the game show of common sense and good judgment.  And here is your host Link Goodword.
HOST:              Thank you Bob; hello everyone, we have many eager contestants here with us today; so let's get started!
BOB:                Ok Link, Contestant #1 is 16 year old Chip Off-Da-Block.  Chip, Come on Down!
HOST:              How are you today Chip?
CHIP:                [Chip jogs to his seat]  I can't believe I'm on TV.
HOST:              Chip, your question is:  What's your good reason for continuing to be a cigarette smoker?�
CHIP:                Aahhh... because my parents do.
HOST:              Judges, can we accept that answer?
[Loud obnoxious buzzing noise]
                        I'm sorry Chip, the Judges have ruled that that�s not a good reason.  In fact, most adults started smoking as kids and want to quit but are not able to.  You'll just have to be smarter than your parents on this one.
CHIP:                Daaahh... Ohhh... OK
HOST:              Ok Bob, who's next!
BOB:                Okay... our next contestant is Ima Gonner from Terminal Junior High School.  Ima come on up here and take your seat.
HOST:              Ima, nice to have you on the show today!
IMA:                 Thanks Link.
HOST:              Ima same question for you.
IMA:                 Well, you have to die of something.
Buzzer Noise]
HOST:              I'm sorry, Ima, the judges have ruled that that�s not a good reason.  In fact, a regular smoker takes as much as 6-7 years off their life.
IMA:                 Ahhh... I knew that too!
BOB:                Our 3rd contestant's name is Billy Bore.  Billy are you out there?
HOST:              Billy, step right up!  How are you today?
BILLY:              I am tooo hottt!
HOST:              Billy, same question, what's your good reason for smoking?
BILLY:              My good reason for continuing to smoke is that it makes me look cool to chicks.
[Buzzer Noise]
HOST:              I'm sorry, the Judges have buzzed you too.  When they stop laughing, we'll ask them why.  Maybe it's because no one wants to kiss an ashtray.
BILLY:              Oh Darn!
HOST:              Ok, and Bob will announce our final contestant.
BOB:                Our final contestant is Ivana Puff.  Ivana you're next on what's your good reason.
HOST:              Hi Ivana.  You're question is what�s your good reason for smoking?
IVANA:             Because I like the taste?
[BUZZER]
HOST:              I'm sorry.  Again, it's probably the nicotine and not the flavor.  When the nicotine has been removed from cigarettes, people didn't want them.
[Game Show Music]
                        Well our time is up for today, and the results of today's game are.... you're all losers!
                        Bob, tell us what you have for each of our contestants.
BOB:                [Announcer's voice, not visible to audience]
                        Each of today's contestants will receive our heartfelt encouragement to kick this deadly habit and join the Smoke-Free Crowd.
HOST:              Thanks Bob,.... I hope you join us next time for "What's Your GOOD Reason?" where we will ask the question:  What's your good reason for intentionally slamming your hand in a car door?
